Nationalsim in Czech and Slovakia

After communist regimes were collapsed, national conflicts have been
arising in East and Central Europe. National identity and national
interests which were restrained under communist regimes for 40 years are
coming out as the most important issues in this area. In this development
Czech and Slovakia was separated into two independent states in 1993.
Two states have experienced separations and unifications several times
since 1918. But Velvet divorce in 1993 has several complicated national
backgrounds.

In this article, I analyze the notion ‘nation” and ‘nationalism’ to find the
causes of national conflicts in Czech and Slovakia. Most of all, I try to
compare the differences of nationalism with the passage of times, since the
concepts of nation and nationalism have so many different forms and
variations in space and time. For this reason, only with reference to a
concrete historical context can we say what the term actually does or
should signify. After all, nationalism does not exist as such, but a
multitude of manifestations of nationalism do.

The first part of article, I classified nationalism or national conflicts in
the First Republic of Czechoslovakia (1918-1938) into three parts
including between Czechs and Germans, between Czechs and Slovaks, and
others. Though the most dangerous part of nationalism was the conflict
between Czechs and Germans, Slovak’s nationalism was the latent one
which has continued until 1993.
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The second part of article is about the nationalism under communist
regime. In this period, all forms of nationalism and national interests were
restrained by proletarian internationalism. Despite of this fact, Czechs-Slovaks
national interests were somewhat differences and were laid under the surface.

In the third part of article, I try to analyze the reason of break-up of
Czechoslovakia through the differences of national interests. With the
development of democratization., the distance of national interests and
national identities between two nations had deepened. For this reason, it
has been said that the conflicts of nationalism between Czechs and Slovaks
lead to the separation of Czechoslovakia. But I cannot find the concrete
causal relation between nationalism and separation into two independents
states, since the result of consensus on the forms of state shows that
majority of two nations do not want to live in separated state. For this
reason, | conclude that the break-up of Czechoslovakia do not imply the
culmination of nationalism, but is the result of nationalist and populist
politicians who were interested just short-term interests.
